Residential Water  
Conservation Services

California is still recovering from severe drought 
We need everyone to maintain their commitment to water conservation. 
Whether you own or rent, live in a single family house or an apartment 
building, there are actions you can take today to help stretch our water 
supplies.

Tips to conserve water:                                                 

Assess your water use – Visit sfwater.org/conservation to 
complete a conservation checklist and identify areas to improve the 
water efficiency of your home. SFPUC account holders can directly 
access water use reports by going to myaccount.sfwater.org. 

Make small indoor adjustments – Run only full loads in the 
dishwasher and clothes washer. Don’t let the tap or shower run 
continuously. Install water-efficient showerheads and aerators, 
provided free by the SFPUC.

Follow mandatory outdoor water restrictions – No washing 
sidewalks and hardscapes with water unless for immediate health 
and safety needs. No hoses without shut-off nozzles. Use a broom 
or spot clean, using water sparingly. No irrigation overspray causing runoff to hardscapes.

Identify and repair plumbing fixture leaks – Periodically check your toilets, showers, 
faucets, and irrigation system for leaks. If you rent, report leaks to your landlord.    

Replace inefficient toilets for free – For a limited time, the SFPUC is offering free high-
efficiency toilets with free installation to eligible homes that have toilets flushing 3.5 
gallons per flush or more.

Replace old clothes washing machines – Receive up to $150 for replacing your old, water-
inefficient clothes washer with a high-efficiency model.

Reduce landscape water use – Adjust irrigation schedules and equipment to conserve. 
Replace grass lawns with climate appropriate plants. 

Monitor Water Use

bills, view water use, and see 
your Drought Water Use Target 
which shows the reduced water 
use you should aim to achieve 
during this drought.
